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Membership Agreement
This membership agreement is entered into by North West Snooker Academy Ltd (NWSA ‘organisation’) and	(member) and comes into effect as
of	(date).

1. Membership Dues
The Member agrees that any selected membership package will be paid in full prior to NWSA issuing access to the academy (unless otherwise agreed with management). Should a monthly payment be arranged, the member agrees to adhere to said agreement. If the payment cycle is broken by the member, the NWSA reserve the right to cancel the membership that had previously been agreed.

All payment dates will be the 1st of each calendar month. Should a member join the academy midway through a calendar month, the Academy will advise of a pro-rata first payment to cover the time the member has left in the current calendar month. The agreed membership package will then be adhered to from the 1st of the following month.
Membership costs will be reviewed yearly with all active members informed of any price increase/ decrease at least 30 days in advance.


2. Restrictions

The registered player/member agrees that they WILL NOT:
· Share their login information with non-members
· Attend without an active booking
· Allow tailgating from non-members or actively invite non-members to attend without the prior knowledge of NWSA
· Reproduce any of the information received as part of their membership and share it with non- members
· Post inappropriate, inaccurate or offensive content to membership forums and discussions
· Consume alcohol or drugs whilst on the premise
· Smoke tobacco/non-tobacco products whilst in the academy
· Damage equipment without due care and attention
· Participate in threatening or aggressive behaviour towards NWSA staff or other members
· Take equipment belonging to NWSA off site without authorisation
· Take other Members’ belongings off site without authorisation
· Attend the academy whilst knowingly carrying any infectious disease
· Attend with any animals or children who do not have a junior membership

The registered player/member agrees that they WILL:
· Park appropriately in the designated NWSA spaces or within the overflow car park if full. (NWSA will outline these spaces in person)
· Book all visits to the academy through the NWSA app (where applicable)
· Be respectful of neighbouring businesses whilst entering/leaving the NWSA
· Be considerate of other members’ attendance and sessions whilst in the academy
· Smoke tobacco products in the designated area
· Adhere to the booking time and vacate the table when the Member’s booking has expired
· Brush/Block the table prior to leaving
· Tidy and wash up after themselves without leaving rubbish/mugs/cutlery etc for others to deal with
· Report any accidents or issues immediately to the NWSA, with an explanation should any damage occur
· Place their phone on silent or vibrate whilst in the match room.



3. Fair Usage
The member agrees to adhere to the following allowance(s) of table time: Daily
- Maximum visit of 6 hours during one 24 hour period*. Additional hours can be booked by the registered player/member providing a table is free. Should a registered player/member require additional hours, a request should be made through the booking calendar on the app.

Monthly/Yearly (NWSA app will show remaining balances when you login)
· 64 hours maximum allowance for table time during one calendar month.
· 6 hour maximum table time during any 24 hour period* (can be extended with agreement of the NWSA should there be an open calendar).
· 3 hours maximum table time in one solo visit, can be extended for a further 3 hours if table is shared with another member. (Solo/partner practice can be extended with agreement of the NWSA should there be an open calendar).
· 6 hours maximum table time in one visit if table shared with another member. If the table is shared then so will the table time allowance. For example: Member A and Member B book to share a table for four hours. Both members will receive a deduction of 2 hours from their monthly allowance.
· Members are encouraged to play together. If Member A is booked onto a table for solo practice and Member B wishes to attend, Member B can contact Member A through the NWSA app (where applicable) or an alternative method and request to share the table. This will need to be logged with NWSA administration in order to split hours prior to member B attending. Should Member A refuse to share the table with Member B without good reason, Member A will have his membership reviewed
· Booking beyond 6 hours is permitted should the calendar be free however players will be asked to
vacate should someone else want to attend. Players will be made aware of this during through their preferred contact method.
· Should a member use all of their allotted hours before the reset date, additional hours can be purchased through a manual payment. Each additional hour is charged at £3.
Should a membership be issued mid-way through the calendar month, allowances will be issued on a pro-rata basis until the 1st of next month, aligned to the membership cost.

*24-hour period reset at 00:00 each day.

4. Liability
The North West Snooker Academy will not be held liable for any tangible/intangible damage or personal injury that might happen should the registered player/member fail to use the facilities without due care and attention, while participating in the membership. The member agrees that the organisation cannot guarantee any snooker-based results from their membership. Any negative or positive results that might occur during the membership are the result of the member’s own personal choices.


5. Privacy
The North West Snooker Academy will not share any contact or personal information about the member with other members, non-members or any third parties.

CCTV is in operation throughout the academy. By signing this form, the member agrees that any footage they may be captured on can be used to resolve/prevent a criminal act. Should a member be captured on footage the NWSA would like to use to promote the academy, prior authorisation will be requested.

6. Membership Termination
The North West Snooker Academy has a right to terminate the member’s membership if any of the terms and the conditions of this agreement are violated. The member can terminate their membership at any point and for any reason. A monthly amount will be deducted from money paid as part of the initial agreement to cover the members activity and a refund will be processed after agreement with the member for any remaining positive balance.
